Y The following rules apply to all liquids, gels, and aerosols carried through security checkpoints. Y
ﬁ 1. All liquids, gels and aerosols must be in three-ounce or smaller containers. Larger containers that ﬁ
; are half-full or toothpaste tubes rolled up are not allowed. Each container must be three ounces
~ or smaller. ~
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% 2. All liquids, gels and aerosols must be placed in a single, quart-size, zip-top, clear plastic bag. %
Gallon size bags or bags that are not zip-top such as fold-over sandwich bags are not allowed.
A Each traveler can use only one, quart-size, zip-top, clear plastic bag. A

w 3. Each traveler must remove their quart-sized plastic, zip-top bag from their carry-on and place it in
ﬁ a bin or on the conveyor belt for X-ray screening. ﬁ

e Knives, box cutters, or similar objects and liquids or gels not as described above will be confiscated by e
ﬁ security personnel. You will also be asked to remove your shoes (but you get those back). ﬁ
